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Lawn Moss Control
Moss is best controlled in spring time, just as grass growth is getting under way. An autumn, early winter treatment will reduce the amount of moss in the lawn and also give the lawn a fresher appearance. There are a number of options when controlling moss.
· Mosgo Lawn Mosskiller – from Hygeia, is a liquid and easy to use. 1lt will treat 13.2 sq metres. Available in 1lt and 5 lt packs.
· Sulphate of iron -  shaken or sprayed in solution at 8 – 17g per metre square. Needs to spread accurately to avoid scorching. Can be applied with sulphate of ammonia and sharp sand in the ratio of

                          1 part sulphate of iron

                          3 parts sulphate of ammonia

                         10 parts sand

· Lawn Weed, Feed and Mosskiller – very convenient combination which does ‘exactly what it says on the bag’. Available in various size packs, covering 240 and 480 sq metres. Ideally should be applied with a ‘spinner/ spreader’ to avoid streaking. Apply in spring, early summer for best results. Will control dandelions, daisies, clover and buttercup.

· Lawn Sand – this is sand, which has been mixed with sulphate of iron. Easily spread by hand or garden fertilizer spreader. 10kg bag will cover 88 sq yards.

After treating, the moss will turn black as it dies back. This dead moss should be raked or scarified, and removed, to allow the grass to branch out and prevent the moss re-establishing.
Because of our wet weather, shaded areas and / or poorly drained soils, moss will tend to re-grow. 
Always read the label before using any chemical weed control !
