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Re-Seeding  Grassland

Aim to establish thick mat of grass / clover, free from weeds.

1. Kill off old pasture with Round-up. This will help control dock roots, scutch, and bent grasses.

2. After 5-7 days, the area can be cut, grazed or ploughed. Ploughing deep and tilling shallow will help control bent grasses. Check for lime requirement.

3. Roll seedbed before and after shaking grass seed. This will keep the clover on top of the ground with good soil contact.

4. Pests 

· SLUGS, spread slug pellets, either with grass-seed or with fertilizer
· FRIT-FLY can attack from the first leaf emerging and can destroy the grass. Spray with Dursban.

5. 4-5 weeks after sowing, spray any emerging weeds. Weeds such as docks, chickweed, dandelion will have a massive reserve of seed in the soil. Even ‘soft’ annual weeds need to be controlled as they create gaps in the pasture which will allow docks to establish later.  Spray with
